The Most important part of any successful camping trip is planning!

Please take a moment to read the following paragraphs they will explain the plan for the weekend.

Directions from Sanford:

Take US-421 towards Siler city

Cross over NC-902 and continue on US-421 for 4.1 miles

Turn Left onto Foust Rd.

In 1 mile Foust Rd becomes Mt. Vernon Springs Rd. as you cross the railroad.

In 3 more miles Mt. Vernon changes again to Joe Brown Rd. as you cross Siler City Glendon Rd.

Go 0.8 miles on Joe Brown Rd.

Turn left onto Wildlife Rd.

Look for Clubhouse / Registration
Check-In

Please start to arrive in camp between 7:00 a.m. and 8 a.m.

Members of the camp staff will meet you inside the gate; they will want to know what pack you are with and the total number of youth and adults that are going to be camping with you. This is where you will be given any directions / Information that you will need for the weekend. Put as much equipment as you can into one or more vehicles. The fewer vehicles to unload the faster everyone can get up and start to have fun. After you unload and set up camp, please remove all vehicles possible to one of the parking areas. Part of the fun is camping in the woods, not in a parking lot. After camp is set up but before lunch please send one adult to the camp office with a complete roster of all the youth and adults that are with you. We will be able to accept final fees for each unit at that time. Please help us out by doing this before the program is set to begin. If you are not completely set up by Flag raising at 9:00 you will have plenty of time at lunch to finish. Please do not be late for flag raising, activities will begin directly from there.
Activities

The activities will begin at 9:00 a.m. at the flagpole with an opening ceremony. The programs include plenty of activities and demonstrations by troops in the district. There is fishing opportunities and an evening campfire. If planning to fish, please refer to Chatham county Wildlife Club rules at: http://www.chathamwildlife.org/members.htm 
through them all. There are approximately 2 hours before lunch and 4 hours after lunch, so budget your time to see and do it all.

Lunch

Lunch is from 12:00-1:00 PM. Lunch is on your own in your campsite.

Supper

The activities will close around 4:30 PM and you will be able to go the dinner at 5 PM and have a Hot dog Dinner and Fellowship with everyone. There will also be an Iron Chef Contest featured by a few troops that will be competing for honor of Best Cooks of Three Rivers.
Campfire
There will be a campfire on Saturday night, Please be prepared to perform your Favorite Skit.
Lights out

We are asking for time beginning at 10:30PM to be lights out.

Sunday Breakfast

You can prepare whatever you like for breakfast Sunday morning.

Start early so that you can be at Chapel by 9:30 a.m.

Chapel

Remember that a Scout is reverent and respects the rights of others to their religious beliefs. Chapel will be a nondenominational service.

Clean em’ up and move em’ out

Chapel will be over around 9:45 a.m. Time to head home! Everyone should police each campsite before leaving. Remember that a scout is clean and always leaves a campsite cleaner than when they found it.
Rules to help you plan

1. If a scout and an adult are sharing one tent, then the adult must be a parent or guardian of the boy. Adults sharing tents with youth is discouraged.

2. NO ONE IS TO RIDE IN THE BACK OF A PICKUP. You must have seatbelts for each person in the vehicle.

3. The MAXIMUM speed in camp is about 10 miles per hour. If there are youth around then one must drive NO faster than walking speed (about 3 MPH).

5. Please do not leave camp property without notifying the staff.

6. We will have a medical officer to help with First Aid or more serious problems and communication with the local hospital. Please inform us at registration of any serious medical conditions of which you are aware. Please report all major accidents to the Camp office.

7. Bring a poncho, raincoat, or other rain gear with you. The show will go on rain or shine.

8. Since we will be providing a trained staff, you do not need WEBELOS Outdoor trained adults to attend. Although it is highly recommended that all leaders be trained. Most Training needed can be done online at www.ocscouts.org
